1) Features of high school students who want to study in Japan
Pro-Japanese
High English capabilities
Female students of science and engineering are in high ratio.
High standard of living in Asia

2) Features of college-going in HK
Around only 25% of students can go to
colleges in HK due to the limited number of
universities in HK.

Even excellent students don’t have many chances to go to college in HK.
Other options for higher education are community colleges, special
vocational schools or overseas colleges.

3) Entrance exam system in HK
HKDSE (Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education: &# £ 30R),
which is an exam for both college entrance and high school graduation,
has been introduced in HK.
HKDSE has already been introduced into the requirement of student
recruitment in overseas universities and some Japanese universities.
HKDSE has not been applied to the requirement of the ICTG student
recruitment yet.
Students and faculty members in HK requested us to introduce HKDSE
into the requirement of the ICTG student recruitment.
