Three entrance examination systems of ICT global
program all English courses  There are three entrance
examination systems of the ICT Global Program for fall enroliment.

(1) General Selection Applicant will be screened based on the following
official result reports; One of the English Tests, either TOEFL (iBT), TOEIC,
Eiken or IELTS, and one of the Mathematics and Physical Science
Examinations, either the Interational Baccalaureate (IB), SAT, or EJU

(2) Admissions (incorporation to the 3rd year of undergraduate
school ) Applicant recommended by partner universities which have
concluded a special agreement on student admission with UoA will be
screened.

(3) Special Selection (China)Applicant recommended by Chinese high
schools which have signed an agreement on student admission with UoA,
etc. will be screened based on the Chinese National Entrance Examination
and UoA's interview.
