The report meeting of Silicon Valley Internship Program 2016 was
held at UoA cafeteria on October 4, 2016. Six students presented
their observation reports, and three teams presented results of a
group project conducted by a team of three members. Around 50
people including SGU inspection and evaluation committee
members, faculty members, and students participated in the meeting.
In the observation reports, the students presented valuable
experience of the cutting-edge technology such as hearing from a SD
card inventor, observation of Stanford University, TechShop (DIY
Factory), SAP (PaloAlto-Labs), and mini maker exhibition.
Furthermore, they presented their developed devices such as Smart
Watch. When they demonstrated their products in Mini Makers Fair
at Silicon Valley, several attendees wished them to commercialize
their devices in near future. The students were able to learn start-up
business culture in Silicon Valley, advanced ICT, Market Spirit, etc.
through this program. This internship program will be continuously
implemented as well as from AY 2017 so that students can get
opportunities to join the oversea training program.
